e Copies of diplomas and transcripts of previous education (high
school/college/University), translated into English and certified by an
official notary service. The documents obtained in Russian language
are required to be certified or notarized without translation into English.

e Copy of Passport

e Medical certificates of good health, indicating negative results for HIV,
all types of hepatitis, obtained from any state or private hospital. This
certificate must be translated into English and certified by an official
notary service.

e CV or Resume

e Motivation Letter

e Proof of English Proficiency (for programmes in foreign languages: for
undergraduate programmes IELTS 5, TOEFL 40, for other programmes
|[ELTS 5.5, TOEFL 50)

Note: Those who will be accepted to the program in order to travel to
Azerbaijan are required to hold a COVID-passport (an official certificate
confirming the completion of the full course of vaccination or recovery from
COVID-19), as well as a certificate with a negative Coronavirus (COVID-19)
PCR test result issued at most 72 hours before departure of flight.
